Overview:  For the next TWO days we will work in class on creating social network profiles for important Greek figures.  You get to select the person for the profile you will develop at random.  Of course, this will take some research and you can use any website that is appropriate, any books in the classroom or library, plus the wealth of information located on the databases provided from the library. The project is broken down into 2 days.  Please see the schedule below.

PART 1:  Select your figure and complete the following:

a. Basic information completed
b. Personal information completed

c. Contact information completed

d. Education and work completed

e. FAN OF:  “Create” 3 FAN OF’s that this person would join.  
-  On your “Greekbook Key” page, you must have a 2-3 sentence description of each group so that the reader of the profile can really understand this person.  (i.e. Aristotle – He wrote a book called The History of Animals, so he could be a fan of the Denver Zoo.)
f. SONGS:  Develop a list of three songs that this person would have on their profile.  This can 100% be any song you want, old, new, hip hop, rock, classical, Disney, but they must connect to the person’s characteristics, interests, accomplishments, etc.  (i.e. Aristotle – He often talked about having nothing in excess and the pitfalls of that desire.  In Jay Z’s song, Holy Grail, he says

“Caught up in all these lights and cameras, but look what that s&*t did to Hammer…Bright lights is enticing, but look what it did to Tyson” 

You then could say Aristotle would like this song because of these lyrics as it connects to his message.
-  On your “Greekbook Key” page, write a two to three sentence explanation of why this person would relate to this song.
g. FRIENDLIST:  Develop a friend list of about 3-5 friends for this person.  People either historical or recent, but if recent, connect their friendship to similar interests – (i.e. Aristotle -  He studied everything from the human psyche to politics to philosophy – so you could say he is friends with someone modern who shares those interests, for example Malcolm Gladwell, President Obama, Bob Marley).  All can be connected to characteristics of Aristotle, but you have to be able to justify the friendship!
h. Develop a wall for this Greek person, which must have at least 4 postings from other characters.  These postings should reflect a story or feelings that others would have for this person.  Maybe someone who doesn’t like your person posted on the wall?
i. Favorite Movies:  Similar to the expectation for songs now applied to movies or TV shows.  You need to have at least two.
j. Begin finalizing all this information on the template which is located on my website www.mrweissworldhistory.weebly.com under “homework / lesson plans.”  The template will look like a Facebook page.
PART TWO:  On a separate, typed page, you need to develop a Greekbook Key page that must explain the following:

1. What you learned about this figure while completing this project.

2. Explain your choices in depth for E, F, G, and H.

· Explain why you think your person would listen to the songs you selected.  
· You must also explain the Fan pages that your person joined and why they would make sense.

· Explain why they are friends with the people you chose.

· Explain the wall posts on your person’s wall.
· Explain the movies or TV shows your person likes.
3. In addition, please explain in a paragraph what was this person greatest contribution to Ancient Greece?  What if any is their lasting contribution (currently)?
